Course Objectives & Content:

This course is designed to introduce the fundamentals of beginning digital imaging and use of the computer as an art medium.  Students will learn the basic principles of digital photography and its specific applications in the visual arts.  This class is designed around Adobe Photoshop CS3 Software.  Students will develop their aesthetic and artistic potential through hands-on learning, demonstrations, assignments, and critiques.  

Required Materials:

· Digital Camera with memory card. You will not always need your camera in class, however you required to have one to take this course.  Yes, a Phone camera is acceptable.  Any equipment brought to school is the sole responsibility of the student.

· Three Ring Binder to keep organized! 

· Suggested but not required: Flash Drive (at least 4G of Memory) 

Behavioral Expectations:

· The use of cell phones is permitted in the photo room during reasonable and appropriate times.  Phones must remain off during classroom instruction, demonstration and critiques.  Any phone causing a disruption can and will be confiscated immediately.  
· Treat others with respect at all times.  This includes your peers and myself.
· Inappropriate language and subject matter will not be tolerated.  Please keep a positive attitude and behave in a mature manner. 
· Treat all equipment with respect.

· Clean-up jobs will be assigned. Make sure you clean up after yourself and do your assigned job. I am not your maid.
Grading Policies and Procedures:
· Grades will be derived from a series of rubrics.  Your grade will also be determined by your effort, use of class time, willingness to ask questions, preparedness and adaptability.
· A, B, C, D and F grades will be given.

Violations of academic integrity include cheating, plagiarism and any other form of dishonest behavior.  Any violations of this policy will not be tolerated. · Students will have weekly photography assignments.  On average students will take 25 pictures per assignment.

· Students will also work on a sketchbook portfolio as well as digital portfolio to present to the class at the end of the semester.  This is a great way to showcase all your hard work.  

Classroom Rules:
· Please run errands before class.  There may only be one person out of class at a time.  If you need to leave class for any reason, please ask permission first.  Hall passes are located by the door.  Please wait until you are given individual work time to be dismissed.  
· Leaving class without permission or non-attendance of a class while still in the building is considered cutting class. 
· Be on time.  You must be in the room before the bell rings or you will be reported as tardy.  A tardy may also be given if you leave class before the final bell!  
· Computers are used for class work only!  NO GAMES!!!! 
· Drinks are allowed in closed containers only.
